Hollywood’s 15 years of labor peace was shattered recently, as movie and television writers went on strike,
bringing many productions to a halt and dealing a blow to an industry that has been rocked in recent years by the
pandemic and sweeping technological shifts. The unions representing the writers said in a statement that they had
“voted unanimously to call a strike.” Writers will begin walking picket lines on Tuesday afternoon. The Alliance of Motion
Picture and Television Producers, which bargains on behalf of Hollywood companies, said in a statement that its offer
included “generous increases in compensation for writers.” The organization added that it remained willing to keep
negotiating. The primary sticking points, according to the studios, involve union proposals that would require companies
to staff shows with a certain number of writers for a specified period of time “whether needed or not.” The dispute has
pitted 11,500 screenwriters against the major studios, including old guard entertainment companies like Universal as
well as tech industry newcomers like Netflix, Amazon and Apple. The Writers’ Guild of America painted the dispute in
stark terms, saying that the ascendance of streaming services and the explosion of television production have eroded
their working conditions. It has described this as an “existential” moment, and that “the survival of writing as a profession
is at stake in this negotiation.”

Entertainment companies, which had previously said they were approaching the talks with “the long-term health
and stability of the industry as our priority,” are confronting a rapidly changing business as network and cable television
viewership plummets. The writers have raised numerous grievances. In a very of-the-moment twist, the writers are
seeking to put significant guardrails around the use of artificial intelligence. But the most pressing issue to them is
compensation. Over the last decade, the number of scripted television shows broadcast in the United States has risen
sharply. Writers, however, said that their pay has stagnated. The writers want to also fix the formula for residual
payments, which have been upended by streaming. Years ago, writers could receive residual payments whenever a
show was licensed — into syndication or through DVD sales. But global streaming services like Netflix and Amazon
have cut off those distribution arms, and pay a fixed residual instead.

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is considering relaxing one of its most significant climate change
rules — tailpipe emissions limits for cars and trucks — by giving automakers more time to boost sales of electric vehicles.
Rather than mandating a rapid increase in electric vehicle (EV) sales in the coming years, the agency could delay these
requirements until after 2030. The move comes as the Biden administration faces pressure on multiple fronts to weaken
its electrification targets, in part because of slowing EV sales and also problems with public EV charging stations. The
New York Times first reported that the EPA is mulling such a change, which would mark a major election-year
concession to automakers and labor unions. It comes as President Biden walks a political tightrope by balancing two
high-profile priorities: fighting climate change and championing labor rights. During a contentious strike in the fall, the
United Auto Workers sounded the alarm that a rapid shift to EVs could come at the expense of well-paying jobs. The
union has been wary of EVs because they generally require fewer workers to assemble than gasoline-powered vehicles,
and because many EV plants are being built in Southern states less friendly to unions.

Dan Becker, director of the Safe Climate Transport Campaign urged the EPA not to delay the timeline for
transitioning to EVs. He noted that gasoline- and diesel-powered cars and trucks are one of the country’s largest sources
of the greenhouse gas emissions that cause climate change. “It will mean more pollution, more sick kids, more global
warming, more oil use,” Becker said in a phone interview. Yet delaying the EV requirements would still achieve roughly
the same emissions reductions as the original proposal by 2055. While EV sales in the United States have continued to
climb, automakers say growth has slowed in recent months, prompting them to pause some investments. The availability
of functioning charging stations is an issue, both for automakers and for many consumers. Although many EV drivers
charge their vehicles at home, EV advocates have complained about a lack of functioning public charging stations
across the country.

A shift in demographics. Affordable apartments transformed into luxury condos. A coffee shop with a saucy name.
The signs of gentrification take many forms. A newly opened art gallery can serve both as a communal space and
harbingers of the displacement to come. Remodeled homes might boost a street’s curb appeal but then drive up rents
in the ensuing months and years. There are plenty of ways to tell when gentrification is coming to a community; rising
home prices and an influx of voguish shops are classic omens. But in the modern market, developers are flipping houses
at the highest rate since 2000, and the houses they churn out are often homogeneous: boxy, black and white, minimalist.
They’re adorned with trendy house number fonts and chic drought-tolerant gardens, and they can be an obvious sign
of gentrification on the way.

Take the case of excess security cameras. If you're taking a stroll down your street and feel watched — not by
anyone specific, but by a small army of Ring doorbells, Nest cameras and other electronic eyes making sure you don’t
pick an apple or that your dog doesn’t defecate on the decomposed granite — brace for a new brand of neighbor.
Surveillance systems and the context behind them, in which owners view their neighbors and passersby as potential
package-stealers, are all too common in gentrifying communities. For if it were truly a high-crime place, there would still
be chain links and barred windows. There’s evidence that smart doorbells lead to racial profiling, and while there’s
nothing inherently wrong with security systems, they generally detract from the community feel instead of adding to it.
“It's the degradation of the social fabric that for so long we all took for granted,” a transportation and land-use advocate
said. “It's legitimate to walk up to a neighbor’s door to ask for or offer something, and security cameras and warning
devices discourage that. We can’t let fear win in our society.”

My recent research on human-robot relationships examines the topic of human-to-robots bonds in detail, looking
beyond sex robots and robot love affairs to examine that most profound and meaningful of relationships: friendship.

My colleague and | identified some potential risks - like the abandonment of human friends for robotic ones - but
we also found several scenarios where robotic companionship can constructively augment people's lives, leading to
friendships that are directly comparable to human-to-human relationships.

The robotics philosopher John Danaher sets a very high bar for what friendship means. His starting point is the
"true" friendship first described by the Greek philosopher Aristotle, which saw an ideal friendship as premised on mutual
good will, admiration and shared values. In these terms, friendship is about a partnership of equals.

Building a robot that can satisfy Aristotle's criteria is a substantial technical challenge and is some considerable
way off - as Danaher himself acknowledges. Robots that may seem to be getting close base their behavior on a library
of pre-prepared responses: a humanoid chatbot, rather than a conversational equal. Anyone who's had a testing back-
and-forth with Alexa or Siri will know Artificial Intelligence still has some way to go in this regard.

Aristotle also talked about other forms of "imperfect" friendship - such as "utilitarian" and "pleasure" friendships -
which are considered inferior to true friendship because they don't require symmetrical bonding and are often to one
party's unequal benefit.

For some, relating to robots is just a natural extension of relating to other things in our world - like people, pets,
and possessions. Psychologists have even observed how people respond naturally and socially toward media artifacts
like computers and televisions. Humanoid robots, you'd have thought, are more personable than your home PC.

However, the field of "robot ethics" is far from unanimous on whether we can - or should - develop any form of
friendship with robots. For an influential group of UK researchers who charted a set of "ethical principles of robotics,"
human-robot "companionship" is an oxymoron, and to market robots as having social capabilities is dishonest and
should be treated with caution - if not alarm. For these researchers, wasting emotional energy on entities that can only
simulate emotions will always be less rewarding than forming human-to-human bonds.

In yearly recap videos, you — or your friends, cousins, or people you barely know — string together dozens of
videos and photos from the past 12 months, often set to the beat of a trending audio track. This new year, they've
become an online phenomenon, allowing users an outlet to reflect while also generating anxiety and pressure among
young people to commodify their lives into viral content. The trend also shows how the content formats and behavior of
professional influencers are increasingly being adopted by average users.

“I think this phenomenon strongly relates to the sentiment that, ‘if you didn’t post it, is it even real?”” said Jules
Terpak, a content creator who makes videos about digital culture. “People not only have to document their years for
others, but for their future selves to take in the significance of the year.”

Videos including the hashtag #2023recap have amassed a collective 1.6 billion views on TikTok. “2023 recap”
was listed as one of the most popular searches on Instagram in the days leading up to New Year’s Eve. Snapchat is
incentivizing recap video creation by prompting users to create TikTok-like 2023 recap videos for the app.

The ideas that one should romanticize their life, be the main character and treat life like a movie have become
commonplace on TikTok. So it’s no surprise that users would begin regurgitating their memories into cinematic highlight
reels.

The rise in 2023 recap videos shows, “the TikTokification of life,” said Kate Lindsay, co-founder of the internet
culture newsletter Embedded. “New Year’s is already a reflective time, it's a time to look back. And now social media
takes it to the next level.”

However as year-end recap videos have skyrocketed in popularity, the format has also led to increased pressure
among users. Several people on social media said that they felt frustrated and overwhelmed at the prospect of
summarizing an entire year into engaging short-form content. Julia Metraux, a journalist in San Francisco said that she
created a recap video only to delete it, worrying that the quality wasn’t up to par.

In focusing on the strain that helicopter parents may place
on kids, we have ignored the increasing emotional and financial burden being shouldered by modern parents.

The most striking finding of the Pew survey is that 71 per cent of parents say their children’s successes and
failures reflect on the job they have done as parents. This feels like a big shift from earlier generations who felt pride if
their children did well, but didn’t take credit for their achievements. Nor did they beat themselves up if Little Johnny hit
mild turbulence.

Relentless parenting to turn children into status symboils, fulfilling a particular definition of success, used to be
chiefly an upper-class phenomenon. But now it is sweeping society. In the US, parents of all classes support intensive
parenting and extracurricular activities.
